Campo d’italiano “Prato Verde e Lago Azzurro”

Schedule for 2-Week Program
Insegnanti: (list teachers)
Scuola: (list location address and contact information)
Programma (please refer also to the document “Campo Italiano Overview” for a detailed segmentation of the two hours; children will always dramatize/role play situations, prepare their merenda while saying what they are doing and eating, utensils being used, expressing preferences and dislike).

Day 1: Saluti (greetings), introducing each other. Viaggio in Italia: Simulation of preparation for a trip to Italy in role play: suitcase containing passport (to be filled in with personal information and a photo), air ticket, clothing, address of hotel; simulation of overnight flight, arrival in Rome, transport to hotel, check in, nap. Merenda, (snack, all along expressing feelings and using situational, polite expressions). Fuori (outdoor activities: Italian games). Una storia (story time):”Il viaggio della stellina” (The little star’s trip, attentive listening and comprehension check). Diario: illustrated daily journal reviewing day’s activities (parents: please use the diario to encourage your child to tell you by memory or read about the day).

Day 2: Saluti; calendario italiano (Italian calendar) to look for today’s date, birthday and “onomastico” (namesake day); reading together diario of yesterday; focus on numbers: games and practical activities: recognizing Euro bills and coins and dialing phone number to call home. In giro per Roma (going around Roma): typical sites of an Italian city: piazza, fountains, monuments, churches; stopping at a bank to change $ for Euro.  Merenda. Fuori: play calcio (soccer). Sing first stanza of song “Ho visto un prato verde” (I saw a green meadow,), assembling first of three scenes in a banner (colors and natural settings). Una storia: “Toto in Italy.” Diario.
Day 3: Saluti; calendario; reading diario; review of places in Roma (and in the city). Andiamo in giro a fare spese (let’s go around shopping). Finding places to eat, to buy things (souvenirs, clothing, etc.).  Merenda. Fuori: walk to nearby beach (if available) and connect with typical activities done at the beach and with lake environments. Sing second stanza of song, Ho visto un lago azzurrro (I saw a blue lake) and assembling second scene in banner (lake scene). Diario.

Day 4: Saluti; calendario; reading diario. Review: students will reconstruct the places they saw in the city by singing songs and reviewing merchandise. Andiamo al mercato (Let’s go to an open market): simulation of an Italian open market, asking and getting fruits, vegs, quantities, paying. Merenda. Fuori: playing Bocce. Una storia: Il bruco affamato (The very hungry caterpillar). Sing third stanza, Ho visto un paese bianco (I saw a white little town) and assembling third scene in banner (hill town). Diario. ingredients etc.). Viewing of video about pizzaiolo in Napoli making pizza and Tarantella dancing. Sing all three stanzas of song and learn to dance the Tarantella. Diario.

Day 5: 18: Saluti, calendario, reading diario. Review: games and tombola (bingo). Andiamo al museo (Let’s go to the museum). Viewing of Italian masterpieces; drawing of a portrait in the manner of Arcimboldo (using fruits and vegs to compose a face). Merenda: make and eat pizza (steps to make a pizza).
Day 6: Saluti, calendario reading diario. Quick general review. Sing all three stanzas of song. Che cosa ti piace fare (what do you enjoy/like to do in the outdoors, at home, at different times of the day). Merenda. Fuori:  walk to the park across from school, play in swing and “pallacanestro” (basket); field work: check animals, plants and flowers around against a list. Una storia: “Sono andato a passeggio” (I went for a walk and I saw..). Diario.
Day 7: Saluti, calendario, reading diario. Andiamo fuori a vedere il mondo (Let’s go outside to see the world). Look at a map of the world; visualize continents, compare; visualize location, shape and size of Italy in Europe, fill in/draw geographical and other information about Italy; construct geographical features of Italy with pasta (review sizes and suffixes ending for small and large). Merenda: make fresh pasta and eat it. Recipe. Sing: “Viva la pappa col pomodoro” .Viewing of video of the Palio di Siena and the Regata storica in Venezia. Diario.

Day 8: Saluti, calendario, reading diario. Review of Italian and Europe’s geography. Merenda. Fuori:: Simulate race as the Palio di Siena, each student represents a contrada wearing its icon. Disegnare la maglietta del campo (draw /paint camp’s t-shirt). Sing entire song with props; practice dance Tarantella. Diario.

Day 9: Saluti, calendario, reading diario. Review activities. Ritorno a città (return trip to place of origin).Prepare suitcase with all things brought and bought (souvenirs, euro, photos, etc). Rehearsal of presentation to parents. Traditional treat. Diario. Arrivederci, buone vacanze!!

Day 10: Ultimo giorno. Wrap up and Festa (performance of songs and acts for the parents; refreshments,* “diplomini “(certificates)
*Rinfreschi (panini al gelato = sweet brioches filled with gelato, a Sicilian summer treat).
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
