October 18, 2008 Wisltalia Meeting Minutes

A $5,000 grant was presented to Dr. Moss from Green Bay Prebble High
School.

Treasurer's Report — Frank Alfano was absent, but he sent his report
covering the fiscal period from May of 2008 to October of 2008. A copy of
the 2008 budget was also submitted.

Giovanna Miceli-Jefferies and Ralph Annina attended the AP meeting in
Chicago. They are part of the task force to keep the Italian AP exam alive.
Rita Prigioni has created a Iih‘k on the Wisitalia website which will allow
people to make donations to help fund the AP exam.

Giovanna reported for the Education Committee. Plans for an ltalian Day
in Madison (to be held the last week of March) are in the works, as well as
for the creation of an Association of Wisconsin Italian Teachers. Also,
November 7 — 11, 2008, linguists from the University of Venice will be in
Chicago conducting a seminar for Italian teachers.

As of this meeting, we have not received applications for education grants
from the following schools: Spring Harbor, Rufus King, ICC, and Wright
Middle School.

The ltalian program at Lafollette has ended due to budget cuts and their
need to improve test scores in math and English. While Wisltalia was
unable to persuade the Madison school board to reinstate the program,
there is the possibility of re-establishing the program with a certified, or
certifiable, teacher, in the near future.
